The image you see below is in
front of the iconic Borobudur Temple, which is built entirely out of
lava rock from Mt. Merapi, an active volcano nearby.

Evie was also in the school’s musical drama production of Rob-
in Hood, in which she played 4 different parts (and had several cos-
tume changes). After nearly 6 months of rehearsals, memorizing 10
original songs and countless lines, the cast put on 3 shows in 3
nights. We are so proud of the work Evie put in!

Micah and Isaiah have been hard at work with their basketball
team preparing for the international school tournament next week
in Malang, East Java. The team has been playing a lot of local
schools in preparation and getting good game experience. We're
excited to see how their hard work pays off next week when they
face off against international schools from all over Indonesia!

(especially being able to go to the gym again).
